I have been making home-

made soap now for five 

years. However, I have 

been watching the sales 

drop and my costs rise.  

I often threaten to stop 

making them altogether. 

However I love the soap, so 
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I still want some...and 

there are several die hard 

customers.  

What I have decided to do 

is make only eight batches 

for Christmas time. After 

Christmas, I will decide 

what to do from there.  

Right now I will be mak-

ing: Squeaky Clean, Lim-

pia, Maka Ina, Garden 

Fairies, Biker Bar, Sue-

nos, and Mystic Maya. I 

will make them next 

month, so they will be 

cured and ready by 

Thanksgiving.  
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
